||| 5 Tips for Successful Networking Il

1. Hold volunteer positions in organizations:his is a great way to stay visible and
give back to groups that have helped you.

2. Ask openended questions in networking conversationg.his means questions that
ask who, what, where, when, and how as opposed to those that can be answered with
a simple yes or no. This form of questioning opens up the discussion and shows
listeners that you are interested in them.

3. Have a clear understanding of what you do and why, for whom, and what makes
your doing it speciabr different from others doing the same thing. In order to get

referrals, you must first have a clear understanding of what you do that you can easily
articulate to others.

4. Be able to articulate what you are looking for and how
others may help youToo often people in conversations ask,
"How may | help you?" and no immediate answer comes to

mind.

5. Follow through quickly and efficiently on referrals you are
given.When people give you referrals, your actions are a
reflection on them. Respect and honor that and your referrals

will grow.
